amending Annex V to Council Regulation (EEC) No 2092/91 on organic production of agricultural products and indications referring thereto on agricultural products and foodstuffs

THE COMMISSION OF THE EUROPEAN COMMUNITIES,

Having regard to the Treaty establishing the European Community,

Having regard to Council Regulation (EEC) No 2092/91 of 24 June 1991 on organic production of agricultural products and indications referring thereto on agricultural products and foodstuffs
, and in particular the first and third indents of Article 13 thereof,

Whereas:

(1) Article 10 of Regulation (EEC) No 2092/91 allows operators to use a logo, as shown in Annex V thereto, on a voluntary basis, subject to the conditions laid down in that Article.

(2) Experience gained in the application of that Article has shown that the Community logo introduced by Commission Regulation (EC) No 331/2000
 no longer meets the expectations of operators in the sector.

(3) A new logo that is better adapted to developments in the sector, in particular through better identification by the consumer of organic products and of the Community regulations governing their production, should be established.

(4) This Regulation should make it clear that operators can continue to use existing packaging bearing the logo defined in the Regulation (EC) No 331/2000 until stocks are exhausted, provided the products in question comply with Regulation (EEC) No 2092/91.

(5) Annex V to Regulation (EEC) No 2092/91 should be amended accordingly.

(6) The measures provided for in this Regulation are in accordance with the opinion of the committee established in Article 14 of Regulation (EEC) No 2092/91,

HAS ADOPTED THIS REGULATION:

Article 1

Annex V to Regulation (EEC) No 2092/91 is amended in accordance with the Annex to this Regulation.

Article 2
Entry into force

This Regulation shall enter into force on the third day following that of its publication in the Official Journal of the European Union.

This Regulation shall not prevent operators from using existing packaging or labels bearing the logo defined in Regulation (EC) No 331/2000 until stocks are exhausted, provided that the products in question comply with Regulation (EEC) No 2092/91.

This Regulation shall be binding in its entirety and directly applicable in all Member States.

ANNEX
In Annex V to Regulation (EEC) No 2092/91, Part B is replaced by the following:

"PART B: COMMUNITY LOGO

B.1. Conditions covering the presentation and use of the Community logo
B.1.1. The Community logo referred to above must comply with the model in part B.2 of this Annex.
B.1.2. The Community logo must be used in accordance with the technical reproduction rules laid down in the graphic manual in part B.4 of this Annex.
B.2. Model
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B.3. Indication

The letters "bio" are entered in a circle with 12 stars.

The only letters that may appear in the centre of the logo are "bio".

The font used for the letters "bio" is Myriad Pro (Open Type).

In a circle with a diameter of 100 mm, the letters "bio" are 115 point size.

B.4. Graphic manual

The graphic manual serves as a guide for reproducing the logo.

4. GENERAL USE OF THE LOGO
4.1. COLOURED LOGO (reference colours)
Where the coloured logo is used, direct colours (Pantone) or a four-colour process must be employed. The reference colours are shown below.

LOGO IN PANTONE
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GREEN: Pantone 368
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BLUE: Pantone Reflex Blue

The letters "bio" and the stars are in reserve. 

LOGO IN FOUR-COLOUR PROCESS
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GREEN: 60 % Cyan + 100 % Yellow
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BLUE: 100 % Cyan + 80 % Magenta

The letters "bio" and the stars are in reserve. 

4.2. SINGLE-COLOUR LOGO: LOGO IN BLACK AND WHITE 

The logo can be used in black and white as shown.
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4.3. CONTRAST WITH BACKGROUND COLOURS
If the coloured logo is used on coloured backgrounds which make it difficult to read, use a delimiting outer circle around the logo to improve its contrast with the background colours as shown.

LOGO ON COLOURED BACKGROUND
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If the logo circle is 100 mm in diameter, the delimiting circle will have a diameter of 105 mm.

4.4. REDUCTION SIZES 
If the application of the logo to different types of labelling makes reduction necessary, the minimum size is 9 mm for readability.

4.5. SPECIAL CONDITIONS FOR USING THE LOGO

The logo serves to confer specific value on the products. It is therefore most effective in colour, which makes it stand out more and allows the consumer to recognise it more easily and more quickly.

The logo must be used in the original colours. However, in certain specific situations where there are indications in a single colour on the packaging, the logo may be used in the same colour.

The use of the logo in black and white in accordance with point 2.2 is recommended only where it is not practicable to apply it in colour."

The logo may be used visually combined with graphical or textual elements referring to organic farming, under the condition that they do not modify or change the nature of the logo.
